 C4K is an innovative project designed to positively impact the future of disadvantaged children in Tennessee by distributing computers to children and families facing economic challenges, in the foster care system or that struggle with behavioral disorders and other issues. Over the past year, with your support, C4K has impacted more than 1,300 lives across the state, distributing computers to 1,129 children and families in need and 13 worthy community-based organizations. But this is only the beginning.

The Broadband Data Improvement Act is an important opportunity for 
rural west Tennessee to achieve a new start in its goal of stimulating 
economic growth through the online economy.
In this regard we would like to recommend the funding of the 21st 
Century Online Jobs Creation Program as proposed by cTechnology, Inc. 
of Nashville, TN through the proposed NTIA Sustainable Broadband 
Adoption Grant mechanism.

broadband adoption and also radically change the hopes for economic 
success in the region by creating online jobs for the region's young 
people. The region is experiencing a high loss rate of its young 
people to urban communities and lack of economic opportunity is the 
primary cause.
