eCOM-LAC, the Latin American and Caribbean Federation for Internet and Electronic Commerce, is pleased to respond to the Request for Comments on the Internet Assigned Numbers Authority (IANA) Functions, as issued by the National Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA) of the U.S.Department of Commerce.

Our entity has been a part of the ICANN proceedings since the days of the International Forum on White Paper (IFWP), which preceded the creation of ICANN. Members of eCOM-LAC include the major Internet Services Associations of Mexico, Brazil and Argentina.

In response to the questions included in the RFC, we would like to make the following comments:

· Our entity is supportive of the need to preserve an Internet that is stable and secure.

· We see no advantages in separating the independent technical functions, which we consider are performing correctly under the current interdependent arrangement.

· We would not be supportive of expanding the IANA functions beyond what they constitute at this time, nor do we see added value in the modifications and improvements as presented in the questionnaire.

· As to additional security considerations and/or enhancements for the performance of the IANA functions, we see these evolving continuously within the ICANN community and other relevant technical fora, and there would not appear to be a need to factor them into specific requirements.

· We are satisfied that the performance and administration of the IANA functions, which are currently ably managed by ICANN, are conducted with suitable transparency, and we would prefer that these responsibilities should remain with ICANN in the future.

In closing, we would like to thank the N.T.I.A. for this opportunity to comment on this issue, and renew our pledge to continue supporting the multi-stakeholder, bottom-up consensus stewardship model of the ICANN’s critical resources, as embodied by the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN).
