Yes , I think the IANA functions contract should include reference to entities such as IETF, the RIRs and ccTLD operators. It should also include the Internet Governance Forum (IGF) community since the  Internet and its implication is now obviously more than the technicalities but also social, economic and cultural implications. I believe the role of ICANN should include a more multi-stakeholder approach in its governance of the Internet.

I believe a globalization of the IANA function is key here. The Internet is a global infrastructure now, and I think other governments feel that the US seem to be the major controller. I believe a more global structure at regional levels with ICANN offices in various sub-region of the world will create the feeling of a shared infrastructure and more participatory. I think security will not be a matter since it does not necessarily mean the movement of infrastructure but a global coordinative process with staff and offices in different regions of the world.
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
