BACKGROUND:
Communication congestion impacts on-board communication stations due to the fact that there are only 6 frequencies in the UHF band identified for on-board communications.  These systems are used for internal communications on board a ship, between ships as well as within a group of vessels being towed or pushed, line handling and mooring instructions.
