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Areas of Agreement

Inefficient spectrum use in most bands

Transmitter-centric controls outdated and
Inefficient

Flexible use desirable
— Less dedicated spectrum for govt., etc...
— Market-based determinations of use

Zoned use desirable

More open access spectrum desirable
under certain conditions
