Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Communications and Information Michael D. Gallagher announced today the appointment of John M.R. Kneuer as Deputy Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Communications and Information.  DAS Kneuer joined NTIA on October 27, 2003 as Counselor to the Assistant Secretary.

“From the day he joined NTIA, John has been my right hand,” Assistant Secretary Gallagher said.  “He’s had a significant impact in helping NTIA advance the Bush Administration’s telecommunications and technology agenda. He received B.A. and J.D. degrees from the Catholic University of America.
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
