The Colorado Public Safety Broadband Governing Body met on August 16, 2018 to get an update on the SLIGP 2.0 funded projects and the possibility of bringing public safety broadband governance under the purview of the Public Safety
Communications Subcommittee eventually. The Colorado Broadband Office (CBO) Chief Operating Officer (COO) and the Project Manager attended the APCO national conference in Orlando. During the quarter, the team wrote and published 3
documented quotes (DQ) to assist with coverage assessment. The first DQ was for a vendor to provide a handheld/smartphone Band 14 capable device(s) equipped with an application to assess the AT&T network in areas where gaps in coverage
are a concern. The second DQ was for a vendor to provide an in-vehicle router Band 14 capable device(s) equipped with an application to assess the AT&T network in areas where gaps in coverage area concern. The third DQ was for a consultant
to assist the CBO team in aggregating and analyzing the previously mentioned data, as well as data on AT&T network performance which is gathered by other state agencies with their existing equipment. The team will report the vendor and
solution selections in the next quarter. For the data sharing initiative, the CBO met with the State Multi-Agency Health IT Work Group and the Lt. Governor's Office to discuss the potential data sharing initiative. Due to the anticipated change in
Governor's administration with the election in Q4, this initiative may not be formerly kicked off until early 2019. The CBO was not able to make much progress on the technology transition initiative to support understanding LMR to LTE integration
for the existing LMR networks across the state; it anticipates completing a procurement to hire a contractor to support these activities in the next quarter. Anthony Neal-Graves, the Executive Director of the Colorado Broadband Office is now the

SPOC.
