Narrative description for each activity reported in Question 11 for this quarter; ilny challenges or obstacles encountered and mitigation strategies you have employed; planned major activities for the next quarter; and any additional 
During this quarter the Illinois Law Enforcement Alarm System (ILEAS) which will be a sub-contractor for this project conducted their annual conference. The !LEAS staff who have been identified to work on the national public safety 
broadband network (NPSBN) project had a vendor booth and shared information with public safety attendees regarding preperation for NPSBN implementation for Illinois. Staff conducted a Region V NPSBN conference call with (6} Region v 
partners regarding the NPSBN project. ILEAS held thier annual monthly staff meeting in which the NPSBN project was discussed. lllinoJs sent one representative to the Interoperability Wireless Communications Expo (IWCE) in Orlando, FL from 
March 5-9. Illinois conducted two governance meetings for the Statewide Interoperability Executive Committee (SIEC). One SJEC meeting was for the whole committee on March 15th with (24) attendees. The other SIEC meeting was for the 
Technology Sub-committee held in March with (11) attendees. In additon, Illinois conducted 2 project calls with the designated project team. Also, the Project Manager held a meeting with the new IEMA Director to discuss the project going 
forward, and a recap of what has been accomplished to date.
