Specialist was added July 1, 2019 to provide detailed technical k ledge for data sharing workshop content and delivery as well as looking into State Plan coverage of the NPSBN. While the FirstNet SPOC and Program Specialist are state funded and their time is
reported as in-kind match, the Technical Specialist role was funded at 50% by federal SLIGP2 funds. The Technical Specialist role offered needed input to the data-sharing workshops and did an extensive examination of the possibility of performing coverage gap
analysis as an allowing activity.
