We also attended the fall FirstNet SPOC meeting in Phoenix, Arizona where Fi rstNet discussion was on delayed partner 

announcement, state plan contents and new timelines. Our governance counci l -the SD Public Safety Com munications Council (SDPSCC) held their quarterly meeting. We provided them a short update, as the FirstNet discussion was limited as 

we are in a holding pattern unti l a partner is selected. We continue to discuss the State Plan Evaluation Process (What do we want to do when FirstNet presents the state plan to us?) We are visiting with various possible consultants to assist us
